 Balan Weed Control for Bermuda Lawns                                                        

Apply in late February or early March to control crabgrass and other annual grasses.  A

9 lb. bag covers 3000 to 5000 sq. ft. (an average front lawn is 5000 sq. ft.).

Procedure:

1. Mow your Bermuda lawn as short as possible.  Collect the debris in your 

bagger, or thoroughly rake to remove the dead grass from last season.

2. Apply the Balan with a spreader.  Even coverage is important for good crabgrass control.  We recommend putting the spreader on a low setting.  First, put the chemical out pushing the spreader north and south, then east and west to form an overlap pattern.  This procedure should insure good coverage.

3. Lightly water the area treated after application.  It is important to wash the chemical off the grass surface and down into contact with the soil surface.

4. Re-apply the Balan after 60 days for summer long crabgrass control.

Notes:

1. Balan should not be used on newly seeded lawns or areas where seed will be used in the near future.

2. Balan will not control dandelions, chickweed or henbit in bermuda lawns in early spring.  We recommend Weed-N-Feed or liquid 2-4-D to control these and other broadleaf weeds.

3. Balan can also be used in Azalea, shrub or groundcover beds to control annual weeds.  

      A 9 lb. bag will cover 2000 sq. ft.  It is best to remove all debris and weeds from the  

      bed before applying Balan.  Mulch to cover the soil surface and prolong the   

      effectiveness of the Balan.
