BERMUDA / ZOYSIA LAWN CARE


Spring:

1. Verticut and/or aerate if needed (every 8-10 years)

a. Late February up to mid-March is best

b. Pre-emergent weed control MUST be applied after this process

2. Pre-emergent weed preventer (keeps weed seeds from germinating)

a. Feb. 15 – March 15 is the ideal time. Can be applied up to April 15

b. Balan (for crabgrass & poa annua),  Portrait (controls broadleaf weeds only), or Barricade (best all around for broadleaf & most grassy weeds

       3.  First Feeding

a. April 1 – April 15 or when the grass shows first signs of greening up

b. Use 15-5-10, 33-0-0,  Milorganite (a good organic), or Weed & Feed 

      4.   Early growing weeds may be spot sprayed when temps are above 65 and sunny

Summer:

1. Apply weed control (post emergence) as needed when temps are above 65 & sunny

a. Trimec-- (“Wipe-out” or “Weed-Out”) – is great on broadleaf weeds

b. Crab-e-Rad Plus with Quinclorac (MSMA replacement) – controls crabgrass and many broadleaf weeds.  Temps  must be below 90 when applied.

2. Second Feeding 

a. May 25 – June 15

b. 15-5-10, or 33-0-0, or Weed & Feed, or Milorganite (a good organic)

c. Raise height of mower to 2-3”

3. Over seeding of Bermuda or Zoysia can be done June 1-September 1

4. Control lawn insects as needed like grubs, fleas, ticks, army worms, ants etc. with Bayer’s Complete Insect Control.

Fall:

1. Pre-emergent weed preventer  (to control winter/early spring weeds)

a. Late August to mid September is the ideal time

b. Balan (for Poa Annua), or Portrait ( for Dandelion, Henbit & Chickweed)

Or Barricade (controls everything EXCEPT Dandelion)

2. Last Feeding 

a. No earlier than Labor Day, no later than September 15.

b. 15-5-10 (at a lesser strength), or Milorganite, or any good Winterizer

Winter: 

1. Apply weed control as needed on sunny days above 65 degrees

a. Trimec—(“Wipe-out or “Weed-Out”) for Henbit & Chickweed 

b. Roundup (Glysophate) can be used on Zoysia or Bermuda when dormant to control ANY green weed. Cannot use on Fescue or Rye.

      2.      All lawn turf grass should be mowed at highest setting for the winter
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
