FESCUE LAWN CARE
Spring:

1. Over seed if necessary starting about March 1 and no later than May 15

2. First feeding – March 1 to April 15

                  a.    15-5-10, 33-0-0,  Milorganite (a good organic), or Weed & Feed

b.  13-13-13, or 12-24-12, or New Lawn Starter for new lawns

3. The earliest mowing height should be to about 2-2/12 inches

4. OK to spot weed on established fescue when temps exceed 65 & sunny

5. If over seeding has been done, no weed killer should be used at this time until after the second mowing

      6.   IMPORTANT-Do not use weed preventer/pre-emergents if overseeding
Summer:

1. Second Feeding

a. May 15 - June 10

b. 15-5-10, 33-0-0, Milorganite, or 2nd  application  of  Weed & Feed

c. Adjust watering as needed to apply at least 1 inch per week

2. Weed Control (post emergent) as needed when temps are above 65 and sunny

a. Trimec-- (‘Wipe-Out’ or ‘Weed-Out’) to control broadleaf weeds

b. Crab-e-Rad  (Quinchlorac)-- For grassy weeds (do not use when temp exceed 85 )

3. Control insects as needed when active

a. Grubs--Use  Bayer’s Complete Insect Control (liquid or granular)

b. Fleas, ticks, chiggers, crickets & army worms –use  Sevin or Bayer’ Complete.

c. Moles & gophers –use traps, ‘Chase’, or appropriate baits

d. Slugs—use ‘Sluggo’ (the most safe & natural), or “Snail & Slug Bait’

4. Watering during the heat of the summer-consistency is critical

a. Minimum of 1" per week in shade, minimum of 2" per week in sun

b. We don’t recommend night time watering because of disease issues

Fall:

1. Overseeding—Labor Day to October 15 is the ideal time to seed Fescue or Rye

2. Last Feeding     

a. Labor Day to November 1 

b. 15-5-10 or Milorganite

c. 13-13-13, or 12-24-12, or New Lawn Starter should be used on new lawns

3. Apply pre-emergent for henbit, chickweed & dandelions Sept.1 -Oct.1--  (Portrait)

a. IMPORTANT-Do not use weed preventer/pre-emergents if overseeding

4. Keep soil damp during germination period.

5. Do NOT allow fallen leaves or debris to accumulate on Fescue or Rye

Winter:

1. Apply weed control (post emergent) as needed when temps exceed 65 and days are sunny

a. Trimec-(‘Wipe-Out’ or ‘Weed Free Zone’) for  broadleaf weeds only - 

b. Round-up should NOT be used on Fescue or Rye

c. Continue watering as necessary, maybe once per week , temperature permitting
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
