For Best Results when Planting in the Summer
Planting in the summer is a great way to extend your gardening season past spring and through the year.  Planting in the summer can easily be done successfully as long as you make sure to follow these steps.

· Transport plants in a cool vehicle.  Do not leave plants in a hot car for extended periods.
· If transporting in the bed of a truck, cover plants with a light colored breathable tarp. No plastic!
· Plant IMMEDIATELY.   Place plants in the shade until you are ready to plant.
· When planting, tamp soil FIRMLY to insure good root to soil contact. 
· After planting, water TWICE, then AS NEEDED daily. 
· Hand watering on new plantings is BEST.  Don’t rely on your sprinkler system; it may not be sufficient for many plants. 
· An application of a root stimulator is very beneficial after watering in new plantings.
· Check plants several times daily for water needs.
· Pay close attention to spireas, barberries, bedding plants, hanging baskets, patio pots, and plants in other above ground containers.
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
