Spring Weed Prevention for Tulsa Lawns

Using a weed preventer in the spring kills seeds at the point of germination.  Over the season this will minimize the need for herbicides later and helps insure a clean, aesthetically appealing, weed-free lawn.  These pre-emergents do not damage plants in existing landscape beds.

We Recommend:

1. Balan/Treflan (Hi Yield Crabgrass Preventer)

Inexpensive, primarily used for preventing Crabgrass and Poa anna.  Lasts 80-90 days.  May require reapplication.

2. Barricade (Pennington Crabgrass Preventer)
Controls 30 different weedy species, including many grasses and some broadleaved weeds.  Lasts up to 6 months.

3. Dimension (Green Light Crabgrass Preventer)

Controls or suppresses up to 40 different weedy species.  Controls crabgrass up to 4 weeks after germination.  Is labeled for Sandbur.  Lasts up to 4 months.

4. Portrait (Green Light Broadleaf Weed Preventer)

Controls 20 broadleaved weeds, and is the only product we know that controls Dandelions. Fall application is necessary to control Dandelions, Henbit and Chickweed.  Lasts up to 3 months.  

Application:

1. Mow your lawn as short as possible (don’t scalp), and remove all debris.

2. Apply pre-emergent with a spreader.  Even coverage is important for good control.  We recommend applying the product in two directions.

3. Water thoroughly after application to ensure good contact with soil surface.

Notes:

1. Pre-emergents DO NOT control established weeds.

2. Over-seeding, re-seeding or sprigging is not recommended within the control time.

3. Erratic weed control may result if treated area is disturbed.
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
