HERBS THAT REPEL INSECTS

Herbs are not only great to use for cooking and aromatics, they can also help control pests in the garden.  Try out some of these insect repelling herbs and use less harmful chemicals and sprays to do the same job.

pennyroyal, spearmint, southernwood & tansy

garlic, chives, coriander, anise, nasturtiums & petunias around fruit trees
