HOUSEPLANT WINTER SURVIVAL TIPS

Don’t Drown Them

Roots need air as well as water.  Keeping the soil too wet in winter means certain death for most plants.  Water only when necessary.

Give Them A Rest

Nearly all plants need a rest in the winter, which means less feeding and less heat than in the active growing period.

Keep Clean

Dust on foliage decreases the amount of light available to the plant.  Use a soft damp cloth to remove dust from leaves, or shower them in the kitchen sink or bath.

Give Them Extra Humidity

The atmosphere of a centrally-heated room in winter is extremely dry.  Group houseplants together or place them on pebble trays of shallow water.

Inspect Houseplants Often

Learn to recognize early signs of trouble.  One or two scale insects or mealy bugs can easily be picked off, an infestation may be incurable.
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
