FORCING PAPERWHITES
Paperwhite narcissus bulbs are easy to force to bloom indoors. The fragrance and beauty is a luxurious treat in the middle of winter for the Holidays and into February.  Unlike many other bulbs, Paperwhites can be forced without a cold treatment.

1. Select firm bulbs

2. Choose a nice pot or lined basket at least 4”-6” deep

3. Fill container with decorative gravel, sand, marbles, or soil mix to 1” below top

4. Place bulbs pointed side up

5. Fill around bulbs so they are only covered to ½ their height

6. Add warm water to just below base of bulb

7. Place in a cool (50-60 degree), dark spot until rooted

8. When roots appear, move to an area with filtered sunlight

9. In about three weeks fragrant clusters of white, cream, or yellow flowers will appear. Enjoy!
