PRUNING
TREES

· Prune in winter so that the structure of the tree is easier to see.

· Pruning paint is cosmetic only.

· Remove any dead, diseased or damaged wood at any time.

SHRUBS

· Spring flowering:

Shrubs that bloom before June should be pruned after flowering

· Summer flowering:

Shrubs that bloom after June should be pruned before flowering in spring. (Includes Crape Myrtle)

VINES

· Clematis:

Prune before growth begins in early spring to a strong bud.

     ROSES

· Hybrid Tea:

Remove any dead canes or crossed branches.

Remove any canes smaller than pencil size.

Always prune to any outward facing bud, leaving the canes 12”-18”.

· Climbing:

Minimal pruning needed.

· Shrub, Shrublett, and Miniature:

Minimal pruning needed.  Light shaping when necessary.

ORNAMENTAL GRASSES

· Prune to ground before flush of new spring growth.
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
