Patio Pot Care

Congratulations!  You have just purchased a container garden designed exclusively for you, our discriminating Southwood customer.  Here are a few tips to keep your container garden looking its very best throughout the season.

1. Water.  Potted plants dry out more quickly than plants in the ground, so water frequently, especially during the hot summer months. 

2. Fertilize regularly.  A liquid fertilizer such as Miracle Grow or Super Bloom should be used every two weeks to keep your flowers blooming abundantly and your foliage lush and green.

3. Groom.  Remove faded blooms to keep your container garden looking fresh and neat.

4. Locate your container garden in the proper spot.  Shade loving plants should be placed so that they get morning sun only, or filtered shade beneath trees.  Sun loving plants can be placed anywhere that they will get at least six hours of direct sun.
