SPRING FLOWERING BULBS
Spring flowering bulbs should be planted in the fall after the first frost of the season.  They work well in small groups for pops of color or in huge masses for big impact.  Give your pansy bed a boost in the spring by planting bulbs below your pansy plants in the fall. 
1. Choose healthy bulbs.

a. Avoid bulbs that are dry or withered. 

b. Usually, the larger the bulb, the more flowers it will produce.

2. Choose an appropriate location

a. Most bulbs prefer full sun. 

b. Woodland bulbs like more shade (Anemone, Arisaema, Galanthus, etc.)

c. Well drained soil will prevent bulbs from rotting in cool weather.

3. Plant bulbs with the pointed side facing up.
4. Plant bulbs at a depth of about twice as deep as the height of the bulb.
a. For Daffodils, that is about 6-8 inches

b. For Tulips, that is about 3-4 inches

c. Measure other bulbs to determine their ideal planting depth

5. Encourage root growth by adding a soil amendment at planting time. 

a. Bone meal or Dutch Bulb Food will work the best.

6. Water newly planted bulbs well to settle them in and close air pockets.

a. Only water bulbs through the fall and winter if you are experiencing a particularly dry season.
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
