STORING TENDER BULBS
Keeping bulbs like caladiums and elephant ears can be easy and helps keep your cost down in the spring.  Instead of buying all new plants, you can just pull out your stored bulbs from the past fall. 
1. Dig up bulbs before leaves die completely and before first frost. 

2. Let bulbs dry bulbs thoroughly.

3. Remove foliage from bulb when dry.

4. Brush off, not wash off, any remaining soil.

5. Dust bulbs with dusting sulphur and place them in a dry medium like peat or vermiculite.

6. Be sure to label bulbs to eliminate confusion in the spring.

7. Store bulbs in a breathable container or bag.

8. Although storage temperatures may vary, try to keep the bulbs around 55 to 60 degrees. 
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
