Christmas Cactus Year Round Care
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Febuary – April


Pinch, prune or shape when necessary as new growth appears.


Repot, but only if necessary as these plants prefer to be somewhat pot-bound.


Apply a 0-10-10 fertilizer application in Febuary.











After Blooming


Allow a 30 rest period. In a cool location, and water less frequently








During the Holiday Season  (blooming period)


Water thoroughly, but allow top 1” of soil to dry before watering again.


Place plant out of drafts, never near door to outside, heating ducts or a fireplace.


50-60% humidity is best.  A glass of water near plant, or placing plant in a   


saucer of water with a bed of gravel to raise the plant above the water line, will help give humidity when needed.


Place in indirect light, but where total darkness can be maintained at night.
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    The Christmas Cactus, called epiphytes, are native to Central and South America and are truly different in all aspects from the common desert cactus, including their cultural requirements.  Found in the same environments as orchids, they most often grow in the forks of tree limbs in decayed leaves and other natural debris.  





    For those lovely Holiday season blooms year after year, here is a year-round scheduled that must be followed.





September-November


Keep in cool location of around 50(but never below freezing


Plants need 12-14 hours of total darkness


Limit watering.


In late October or early November, fertilize with a 0-10-10 application 
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
